An action-based training course for youth councils / youth 

organizations in political campaign building 
 

DESCRIPTION Strengthen European Chances for Young People" is an international 
training course that builds on a partnership between youth umbrella 
organizations created in the past pilot training course "To make an impact - 
Improving the conditions for youth work" in winter 21/22. The course aims to 
representatives of national youth umbrella organizations from four countries 
to support their skills, knowledge and competence in designing, organizing 
and implementing strategies campaigns. The idea for this course was born 
after the first training camp where a broad networking and exchange of 
ideas took place to improve the political conditions for youth work in relation 
to European exchange programs and their access. In order to achieve this, 
the course will bring together motivated representatives from national youth 
umbrella organizations to jointly create tools and steps for such campaigns. 
The product of the course will be jointly developed strategies that will be 
implemented afterwards.
