	                  Lack of physical activities, physical education and sport in schools, civic apathy and lack of democratic skills  and  interest for the common good (" if everyone smokes, why can not I do it,  If it’s easier to drive , why should I walk ?") are leading to environmental degradation in which we live and grow. People in our society, and especially young people, do not care enough to  their health , do not understand the importance  to make phisical exercises and are not aware of their importance to their lives, to increase their level of life and achieving standards high . Young people need to realize and understand this issue and begin to take responsibility for it.

               Because it's easier to develop than to change mentalities, Association „Mode of Life” from  Drobeta Turnu Severin believes that through  the activities and projects designed and led by youth, participants will be taught by experience what it means to be a better and responsible citizen, serving their interests and  especially the interest of the  community to which they belong .

               In this context, our project aims to promote active and responsible attitude and training to the phenomenon of movement and sport in general , and the target group is over 500 people aged over 18 years.

· Preparatory meeting (developing  the official logo of the competition and of the project, regulation of the competition, website’s contain, posters development,etc)- a 2 days meeting;
· Webpage development;
· Meeting of the team project (in each of the 6 partener countries);
· Selection of the volunteers;
· Local workshops-Training course with the volunteers in each of the 6 countries parteners (how to organize competition, regulations of the sport branches, etc);
· Local competition (in each country);
· International competition (15 people from each country, selected after the local competition, will participate at Amateur Olympic Games  that will take place in Drobeta Turnu Severin, Romania). During 6 days, 90 people (man and women) will race for the medals and prizes of the Games. For the beginning, the games will contain football, basketball, volleyball, chess, darts, lawn tennis, table tennis, cross country running, swimming and non formal sports (pulling ropes, race bags, etc)

· Finalizing the website, the video of the project and also a good practice manual for the future editions of the Amateur Olympic Games;

· Dissemination of the results in a 3 days meeting that will take place in a parteners’country(different from preparatory meeting and International competition);

	· Preparatory meeting will  be held in one partners’ country from 20-22 July 2014, where 2 representatives of each partner (project manager and sport coordinator) will meet to discuss about the regulation, the website, logo , participants, publicity and every aspect of the sports competitions (local, regional and international)

· The local sports competition will be held in each partner country, at least at regional or national  level between 1st of September 2014 and 31st of March 2015 (football, basketball, volleyball, handball, lawn tennis, table tennis, chess, cross country running, swimming, darts and non formal sports like pulling ropes, bags race, etc). After the end of this phase, 15 of the best competitors (males and females) will be selected to form the national team that will represent each country to the international tournament of Amateur Olympic Games.
· The international competition (Amateur Olympic Games) will be held from Sunday 12th of April  to 18th April 2015. Participants are expected to arrive on Sunday 12st of April and will depart on Sunday, 18th  of April. The tournament will take place in Drobeta Turnu Severin, where we expect 90 people (15 persons from each partner country). There will be rankings, medals, trophies for the first edition of Amateur Olympic Games.
· Dissemination of the project results will be held, between 15th and 17th May 2015,in one partner’s country, where 2 representatives of each partner(project manager and sport coordinator) will meet to discuss about the results of the project, acquiring the objectives of the project and the possibility to develop this project at worldwide level, including countries from all over the world.

	Venue
	The project will be held in beautiful city – Drobeta Turnu Severin, in southern part of Romania, near the Serbian-Romanian border.  

	Cost
	The training course and registration to the sports competition are free of charges.

Board and lodging will be provided and paid by the organizers.

Our organization will refund every participant travel costs base on Erasmus+ rules.
We are planning to pay the project manager, the sports coordinator of each partners and the referees on daily or monthly basis . Also the rental of sports facilities will be also covered.
