Theatre of the Oppressed (TO) is an aesthetic method created by Brazilian playwright Augusto Boal that stimulates critical observation and representation of reality, envisioning the production of consciousness and concrete actions. In the last decades Theater of the Oppressed games, exercises and techniques have became powerful tools for many practitioner across the world. This participatory art form is meant and applied as an empowering and liberating practice that inspires individual and collective transformation. 

Information on Dragon Dreaming:
Dragon Dreaming is a holistic method for the implementation of creative, collaborative, sustainable projects.

Pioneered by the Gaia Foundation of Western Australia in order to fulfill its objectives, Dragon Dreaming is integrating

   - *personal growth* - commitment to your own healing and empowerment

   - *community building* - strengthening the communities of which you are a part

   - *service to the Earth* - enhancing the wellbeing and flourishing of all life.
For over 25 years it has been used to varying degrees in over 700 successful projects, and is now spreading rapidly across all continents.

Dragon Dreaming, inspired by a living systems approach, drawing upon insights and inspiration from history, science and Aboriginal cultures and diverse spiritual traditions, that assists in the creation of outrageously successful organizations and projects, for the Great Turning of the world away from a cancerous culture of limitless growth towards a culture that sustains the unfolding of life on Earth.
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
