In addition, we get to experience late autumn weather through various outdoor
activities and maybe even see northern lights if we are lucky!

International Youth Center Pikku-Sydte is located on top of Pikku-Syote fell in
Pudasjarvi, Finland, and it has provided a wide range of activities for youth for over
20 years — currently employing about 20 people year around.

The youth center is surrounded by nature and located nearby a national park, that
supports year around very wide range of outdoor activities. With organized activities



the youth center pay special attention to inclusiveness and a holistic approach to
learning.

In Pikku-Syéte we are interested with environmental and adventure education,
experiential learning, camp schools, NEET-youth groups, nature and self-awareness,
animal assisted activities (dog assisted intervention) and NLP (Neuro Linguistic
Programming).

Participants are expected to be involved in sending and receiving young people to
international mobility projects, or in position of planning international projects,
coordinating youth activities and youth groups in local level, or those in position of
decision making in the organizations in the field of youth.

National Park.
